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1. How do your friends who aren’t Christians think and talk about sex? How about your friends who are Christians? 
· This would be a great gauge for your conversation and can help provide an open door about biblical truth. 
2. From what you heard tonight, how would you describe God’s design for marriage and sex inside of that relationship? 
· Gen. 2:18, 23-25 – To multiply families as the vehicle of God’s image and rule in creation. To know one another to the deepest level without shame. 
· Eph. 5:21-33 – Reflect Christ’s work on the cross and his love for the Church. Sex is a part of that reality and redeemed in Christ. It does not bear the burden of being the ultimate source of satisfaction. 
3. In what ways do you think this is a better story from what culture tells us about sex?
