REFLECT - Was there anything you struggled with or didn’t understand? Was there a passage of scripture that resonated with you? How did this message draw you closer to Jesus? Was there anything that you were challenged or convicted by?

SHARE – Parents, your voice matters. Sharing your own struggles, beliefs, and personal experience will deepen your relationship with your student. Be vulnerable and share how you have seen God work in your life, in both the good and the bad. Point them to the hope that you have found in Jesus.
